GENERAL INFORMATION

The STK-LIN60-B KIT is designed to upgrade the fireplace to a
see-thru application.

When Installing this kit, reference the framing dimensions for the
see-thru application and follow the framing instructions shown on
the fireplace installation Instructions. Follow all other installation
requirements for the fireplace as detailed in the installation manual.

IMPORTANT! CONVERT THE FIREPLACE TO A SEE-THRU
APPLICATION BEFORE INSTALLING INTO THE FRAMING.

REFER TO INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS AND CARE AND OPERA-
TIONS MANUAL (11CO) FOR FRAMING DETAILS BEFORE INSTALLING
THIS KIT.

ALLUMEDLXG60TEN-B and DRL6060TEN-B model only, disconnect
blower assembly power cord from the fireplace control module
harness. Discard blower assembly and blower harness as blowers
are not compatible on a see-thru application.

Preparing Fireplace for See-Thru Application

1. Install rear standoff assembly, as shown in Figure 2, using eight
(8) of the #10 hex head screws.

2. Installthe standoff heatshield, using three (3) #10 hex head screws
(two in the lower front, and one going upward into the standoff
assembly). See Figure 2.

3. Removethe rear heatshield assembly by removing the 12 hex head
screws fastening it to the back of the fireplace. This assembly will
not be reused and can be discarded (see Figure 2).

4. Remove the ten (10) hex screws fastening the false door to the
fireplace. Lift upward and outward to remove false door. Remove
any gasket material that may have been left behind on the firebox
door mating surface. This part will not be reused and can be
discarded (see Figure 3).

5. Place the bottom edge of the door assembly into the door channel
on the firebox. The tabs on the bottom of the door on each side
will fallinto corresponding slots on the door channel of the firebox
(see Figure 4).

6. While holding the door closed, place one of the sight obstructors
againstthe dooras shown. With boththe doorand sight obstructor
in place, fasten them to the firebox together using five (5) #10
hex head screws(see Figure 4).

7. Attach the remaining sight obstructor to the upper heatshield as
shown using five (5) #10 hex head screws (see Figure 5).

Partially install two (2) #8 Phillips head screws into the upper
left and right tile stop mounting holes. Partially loosen (DO NOT
REMOVE) thetwo (2) lower outside tile stop Phillips head screws.
Hang the top and bottom tile stops on those outside screws and
install the remaining three (3) #8 Phillips head screws on each
tile stop (see Figure 6).

Using six (6) #8 Phillips head screws,install the side tile stops
as shown in Figure 6.

Bend both side door access cover supports upward until they
are flat. Bend the center door access cover toward the door on
the fireplace (see Figures 6 and 7).

Install the door access cover onto the door access cover supports,
inserting tabs on cover into the slots on the cover support shown
in Figure 7.

Install the barrier by sliding it upward into the top barrier channel,
then push back slightly on the bottom, and lower it into the lower
barrier channel (see Figure 7).

13. Proceed with installation of the fireplace into the framing per
instructions in the Installation and Operation Manual provided
with the fireplace.

14. Once the fireplace is installed in the framing, install the nailing
flanges. Loosen (DO NOT REMOVE) the three (3) hex head
mounting screws on both sides of the fireplace shownin Figure
8. Slide the nailing flange onto those screws on both sides,
with the bottom most slot going onto the bottom most screw.
Once in place, using a 5/16” wrench, tighten the mounting
screws through the access holes in the nailing flange (see
Figure 8, Page 4).

FINISHING FIREPLACE

The appliance is designed to mate with 1/2” wall sheathing materials
such as drywall, plywood, wood composites, or non-combustible
materials.

Finishing and Sealing Joints

All joints between the finished wall sheathing and the appliance
must be sealed with non-combustible materials. Sealants, such
as caulk or mastic used to seal the gap between the wall and the
fireplace, should be rated at a minimum continuous exposure to
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Finishing Around Opening with Gypsum Wallboard
Gypsum wallboard (drywall) joints adjacentto the fireplace opening,

including the non-combustible board on the appliance, require ° ° ° * ° ° ° ° °
special attention to minimize cracking. When installing gypsum e o e o
wallboard around the fireplace, install the hole for the fireplace
opening in a single wallboard sheet, if possible. This will minimize e .
the joints adjacent to the fireplace opening.

Installing Fireboard
1. Using 1” self drill bugle drywall screws (supplied), install non- Misgitele i
combustible fireboard at bottom, sides and top of fireplace - Elas
face (See Figure 8).
2. Apply 1/2” wall sheathing materials such as drywall, plywood,
wood composites, or non-combustible materials to the rest = . _ . - - - - -
of the wall.
